Included in this font is the complete alphabet, foriegn characters (Spanish, French, German, etc.), linked roman numerals, plus several extended stem letters just like the ones used for Star Trek titling (S, R, K, and an alternate N).





To access the titling letters, use option-shift (alt-shift for PC) plus either s,r,k, or n.
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To access the roman numeral use the option key (Mac) or alt key (PC) plus i,v,x,m,c,l. They are kerned to fit together in a string. To separate them, you must either type a space or use individual letter kerning.





All the usual foreign characters are in the usual locations, except for the French C with a squiggle (cedilla). This has been moved to the summation key (sigma).





Just for your information, the original font developed by Paramount for Star Trek™ was available from Bitstream type company for some time. Recently, they told me that it is no longer available, due to not renewing a contract. Thus, I had to search high and low to find this very unique and futuristic font, with no luck until I hit the ‘net. There I found a font “Bajoran” and “Star Trek Classic Movies”. But I am not satisfied with them in any way. They are simply not very faithful to the original design, as was first used for ST: The Motion Picture. Thus my design developed over a short period of intense work to recreate the font as seen in ST:TMP and ST: Wrath of Khan. 





Many printed pieces, such as posters, movie jackets, and CD covers, have been hand lettered by illustrators, and such there have been slight variations over time. Recently, in the DS9 and Voyager opening sequences the original font has been used. Due to the history of and lack of availability of the original font, I can only guess at some characters, but I trust that they will fit in well. 





Again, this is intended as a titling or display font. Though all the characters are included, I must warn against using it in large blocks of text. I personally don’t think it lends itself to lenghty reading.
